November 2016 – At Texaid Textilverwertungs-AG, working towards sustainability is an important aspect of our corporate strategy: The textiles recycling company has been awarded the ISO certificate 14001:2015 for its environmental management system, thereby further strengthening its quality claim.

One of Texaid’s goals as a company is to keep used clothes in the textiles cycle. This saves valuable resources and protects the environment. So that the goal can be achieved with as little environmental impact as possible, Texaid is continually reviewing its work processes and quality standards. For its dedication to reducing greenhouse gases, at the beginning of 2015 the company was awarded the Gold Label "CO2 Neutral" by Swiss Climate. Texaid has now gone one step further and has had its environmental management successfully audited by the Swiss Association of Quality and Management Systems (SQS). 

Recognizing the relevant environmental effects
With certification in accordance with ISO 14001:2015, Texaid guarantees that environmental impacts are competently observed, continually measured and consistently reduced. In so doing, Texaid spells out its claim to constantly optimize the company’s environmental performance and all associated processes with the involvement of the interested stakeholders. Michael Emmenegger, Quality and Risk Manager at Texaid, stresses that "with the additional certification, Texaid demonstrates that it stands for the highest quality and optimum process orientation (ISO 9001), without overlooking the relevant environmental aspects (ISO 14001)". For example, staff have been make sensitive through training about recognizing relevant environmental aspects in their respective departments. Concrete measures have also been defined for climate protection, in order to reduce CO2 emissions per tonne of collected used textiles by 15 per cent by 2020.



Internationally valid certification
The ISO standard 14001:2015 forms the basis for a systematic alignment to relevant environmental aspects and interested stakeholders. It defines a framework that aids the company in reducing the negative effects of environmental conditions on the organization and in developing an environmental policy that is geared to the company. From this, an environmental management approach is systematically built up and implemented accordingly.
